A public hearing was held to receive comments on a Board of Planning and Zoning Appeals 

recommendation to amend the Character Area Map in our comprehensive plan for a parcel located 

on Whitesville Road. No comments were received and on a motion by Mr.  Gaskin seconded by Mr. 

Gore, Council voted unanimously to approve the amendment. 

 

On a motion by Mr. Gaskin seconded by Mr. Gore, Council voted unanimously to deny a Notice of 

Claim for Damages filed on behalf of Eric McCants and referred them to the City’s insurance 

company for handling. 

 

Mr. Kostial presented information to the Council on a Board of Planning and Zoning Appeals 

recommendation on a request to rezone three parcels on Whiteline Street & Kissler Street from 

Traditional Neighborhood Residential (TN-R) and Corridor Mixed Use (CR-MX) to Traditional 



Neighborhood Mixed Use (TN-MX).  On a motion by Mr. Gaskin seconded by Mr. Childs, Council 

voted unanimously to call for a public hearing to be held on March 14, 2023 at 5:30 p.m. 

 

Ms. Kelsey presented copies of the January 2023 financial statements and payment of bills over 

$2,000 for Council’s information.
